Meeting Minutes for the Biosolids and Greenwaste Technical Subgroup Meeting on Wednesday October 9, 2002 at Lake Cachuma Meeting Room.

The Meeting Minutes from the September 11, 2002 meeting of the Subgroup were reviewed and approved by those present.
John explained to the group why the Greenwaste and the Biosolids groups had been split apart and that Everett King would be the convener of the Greenwaste Subgroup.
Jerry informed the group that there was a quorum and they took action on to have our Subgroup focus primarily on biosolids.  The TAC also discussed the criteria that will be used for rating the various alternative technologies and continued the discussion until their next meeting.

Kamil asked questions regarding the forming of a JPA.  John answered that the City of Santa Barbara is working on it and that their City Administrator was taking the lead with the “Executive Association”.  They have formed a group of three City managers who are working to move this forward.

Kamil then questioned how the JPA would be funded.  John stated that he did not have the latest iteration of what was envisioned.

The discussion then moved to the desire to have a presentation to the MJSWTG on Biosolids.   Rebecca has volunteered to take the lead on this.  The presentation will include the issues associated with biosolids and the science, safety factors and controls.  Rebecca agreed to have a draft of the presentation ready to present to the Subgroup at their next meeting.  The thought is to have the presentation, approximately 20 minutes in length, to the MJSWTG at their Nov. meeting.
The discussion turned to who will manage the Consultant Contract.  After much debate and discussion, Jerry agreed that Diane Gabriel with MSD could manage the contract, although he stated that there may be liability concerns with such a contract (involving funds from outside agencies) and he would have to consult the District Board and Attorney.

It was clarified that the scope of work for the consultant will not include the siting of the “facility”.  The work product will however identify the site requirements.

The group then discussed how the selection of the consultant would be made.  It was agreed that a Selection Committee should be formed and they would be responsible for drafting the RFP, coming up with a list of consultant to send it to, evaluating the proposals and deciding on the consultant to hire.  Diane will chair the selection committee and the following individuals agreed to serve on the committee: Rebecca Bjork, Martin Wilder and Jeff Salt.

The selection committee agreed to meet before the Nov. Subgroup meeting and draft the RFP document and come up with the list of consultants to send it to.  These items will be distributed to the Subgroup for their review, comment and approval prior to the Nov. meeting.  
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
