Meeting Minutes for the Biosolids and Greenwaste Technical Subgroup Meeting on Wednesday July 10, 2002

The Meeting Minutes from the June 12, 2002 meeting of the Subgroup were reviewed and approved by those present.

Jerry Smith reported the recent happenings with the TAC and the MJSWTG.  There was a lack of quorum at the last TAC meeting; thus the By-Laws could not be approved.  The MJSWTG website is up and running.
Jerry also reported that many of the Biosolid Survey forms have been completed and returned.  All of the forms should be returned  to Jerry Smith at the MSD by the August meeting of the Subgroup.

There was no report of the green waste survey as Everett King is on vacation.

John McInnes informed the group that the Subgroup’s work plan will be presented to the MJSWTG at their meeting on July 22nd.  Jerry Smith will make the presentation.  The group discussed whether or not to include Task 3:  Identify Funding and Hire a Consultant, in the work plan.   It was discussed that it may be difficult for the MJSWTG to approve the work plan if the plan does not include how the consultant services would be funded.   The group, however, decided to leave Task 3 in the work plan and have it presented to the TAC with it included and let the TAC decide what to send forward to the MJSWTG.
The group did discuss options for funding the consultant services.  The approach preferred by the group is to fund the consultant services in the manner that had been agreed to in 2000,  when the County and other agencies were going to jointly fund a composting study.

The group agreed that this proposed approach to funding should be discussed in more detail at the next Subgroup meeting.  The cost sharing method that is agreed upon, at that time, by the Subgroup, will be presented to the TAC at their August meeting.  Since the TAC’s August meeting falls before the Subgroup’s scheduled August meeting; it was decided that the Subgroup would move up their meeting to another date, either the last week in July or the first week in August.
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
