Meeting Minutes for the Biosolids and Greenwastes Subgroup Meeting on Wednesday May 8, 2002 

The meeting was called to order by Diane Gabriel, Principal Engineer with the Montecito Sanitary District at 2:20 pm.  The attendees (see attached sign in sheet) gave self-introductions and the meeting proceeded quickly through the first several agenda items.  These items were mainly review of the structure of the MJSWTG, the TAC and the role of the Subgroups.

The Purpose Statement for this Subgroup was reviewed. The group was informed that the Purpose Statement was ratified by the TAC at their meeting on April 10, 2002.

The main focus of the meeting was discussion of and working on revisions to the wording of the Draft Work Plan.  The following outline of the broad category tasks that will be comprise the work plan were agreed upon and are as follows:

BIOSOLIDS AND GREENWASTE WORK PLAN OUTLINE

· TASK 1: DEVELOP GUIDING PRINCIPLES FOR MATERIALS MANAGEMENT

· TASK 2: CHARACTERIZE FEEDSTOCKS AND CURRENT INFRASTRUCTURE

· TASK 3:  INDENTIFY FUNDING AND HIRE A CONSULTANT

· TASK 4: ANALYZE CURRENT INFRASTRUCTURE

· TASK 5: IDENTIFY OTHER INFRASTRUCTURE/MANAGEMENT ALTERNATIVES

· TASK 6: DETERMINE PREFERRED ALTERNATIVES

· TASK 7: ANALYZE AND DETERMINE PREFERRED SYSTEM SCENARIOS
· TASK 8:  INDENTIFY LEVEL OF INTEREST FROM PARTIES WITH POTENTIAL FEEDSTOCK FOR THE PREFERRED ALTERNATIVES

The group agreed that the above stated outline should be presented to the TAC at their meeting on May 9, 2002.  The group also agreed to review the specific wording under each task in the work plan and come to the June meeting with their comments and suggested revisions.

Additionally, draft copies of the Biosolids and Greenwaste surveys were distributed.  The Subgroup members are to review the surveys and bring their suggestions to meeting next month.

The group agreed that the monthly meeting should continue to be held following the monthly SAMA meetings.  Thus, the June meeting is scheduled for June 12, 2002 at 2pm at Goleta West Sanitary District. 

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 3:30pm.
