Work Plan

PURPOSE STATEMENT - Identify and recommend cost effective programs for recycling construction, demolition, and other similar type materials, keeping in mind geographic, economic, and environmental issues in addition to the remaining Guiding Principles as established by the Task Group.

TASKS

TASK 1: DEVELOP GUIDING PRINCIPLES FOR MATERIALS MANAGEMENT

The following principles, which are consistent with Multi-jurisdictional Solid Waste Task Group guiding principles, will guide the subgroup throughout the process of identifying and recommending recycling programs/facilities for construction, demolition, and other similar type materials:

· Local Control: Ensure the highest and best use for each prospective jurisdiction according to their rates, waste flow, and waste management system. 

· Regional Services: Ensure that regional programs are considered to allow for varying levels of participation.

· Waste Diversion: Target programs that will remove construction, demolition, and other similar type materials from the waste stream thereby reducing landfilling, while ensuring environmental protection and public health and safety.   

· Economic Efficiencies:  Identify most economic and efficient C & D programs while recognizing each jurisdictions existing infrastructure and availability of corresponding markets.  

· Reliability: Ensure high-quality, consistent, and dependable long-term service.

· Flexibility:  Ensure flexible levels of participation for each jurisdiction as well as the ability to accommodate technological advancements.

· Education:  Provide and promote education geared towards the construction and demolition community with all available options. 
TASK 2: CHARACTERIZE WASTE STREAM AND EXISTING FACILITIES

TASK 2.1 Conduct C & D Survey:  Each of the Cities and the County will be surveyed to gather information regarding (but not limited to) the following:

· Existing construction and demolition recycling facilities within their waste shed, both public and private

· Commodities recycled by these facilities

· Annual quantities of waste generated/recycled

· Current market availability

· Permit status

· Transportation and processing costs

· Existing rates structure

· Existing C & D Ordinances

· Any additional materials they would like to develop recycling opportunities for

TASK 2.2:  Description of Infrastructure and Waste Materials: A matrix and summary of the current management system(s) will be developed from the information gathered in Task 2.1.  Any discrepancies or lack of data will be resolved through direct contact with operators.

TASK 3: ANALYZE CURRENT INFRASTRUCTURE

An analysis of existing infrastructure that currently manages construction, demolition and other similar material types generated county-wide, will be conducted to determine the capabilities of existing facilities, programs (C&D Ordinances), and/or markets to provide viable long-term feasible solutions.  

TASK 4: IDENTIFY AND ANALYZE NEEDS FOR ADDITIONAL PROGRAMS/FACILITIES 

Additional facility(s)/program(s) will be identified based on the information gathered in Task 1 through Task 3.  
TASK 5: RECOMMEND PREFERRED PROGRAMS/FACILITIES

Recommendations of preferred programs will be based on but not limited to the following: infrastructure costs, permit development requirements, transportation, and processing requirements, reliability of end markets, general feasibility and public acceptance.  

TASK 6: IDENTIFY LEVEL OF INTEREST 

Identify the level of interest in the preferred alternatives from the participating parties. 

TASK 7: MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE TAC

A summary of preferred programs(s), facility(s), and level of interest will be provided to the Technical Advisory Committee.

TASK 8:  DEVELOP AND PRESENT FINAL REPORT TO MJSWTG

Report summary, preferred program(s), facility(s) approved by the TAC to the Multi-jurisdictional Solid Waste Task Group.
