
Greenwaste Waste Subgroup
FEBRUARY 4, 2003 MEETING SUMMARY

The meeting convened at 2:05 p.m.  Introductions were made.  Mr. Lupe Alvarez, recently elected to the Guadalupe City Council indicated that several Council members had been assigned to attend Multi-jurisdictional Solid Waste Task Group (MJSWTG) Subgroup meetings.  Everett welcomed participation from Guadalupe, but noted that because it is such a small city with limited resources, it might be better to concentrate their efforts at the MJSWTG and Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) level.
The January 28 California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) workshop on the Compostable Materials Regulations, hosted by the County of Santa Barbara, was successful.  Approximately thirty-six persons, representing composting and chipping and grinding operations, regulatory agencies, greenwaste recycling programs, consulting firms, and interested members of the public were in attendance.  Everett has subsequently had an opportunity to talk with several participants and the general consensus was that the workshop was informative and relevant to their work.
The minutes from the January 7, 2003 Greenwaste Subgroup meeting were reviewed and adopted.

The draft Greenwaste Subgroup Guiding Principles were reviewed and discussed.  At the January Subgroup meeting, participants had indicated support for retaining the concept of  “sustainability” as a separate principle.  After further consideration, it was decided to include the language of environmental sustainability within the principle of waste diversion.  Following discussion, the group adopted the draft Guiding Principles.  The TAC will consider their adoption at its February 13 meeting.  Everett will present the Statement of Purpose and the Guiding Principles before the MJSWTG at its March 3 meeting.

A draft Work Plan and Time Line was distributed for discussion.  The MJSWTG expects that the work of the Subgroups will be completed and final recommendations brought to it by the end of summer or early Fall 2003.  Accordingly, the draft Work Plan addresses those tasks that remain within that time frame.  The Work Plan needs expanded and greater detail given to the specific tasks.  Modifications will be made, and a revised draft considered for adoption at the March 4 Greenwaste Subgroup meeting.
