Call to Order & Introduction
Paul Karp of City of Santa Maria convened the meeting at 1:30 p.m.  

Approval of November 27, 2002 meeting minutes

Paul Karp updated the Next Meeting date on the October 23, 2002 meeting minutes from November 20th to the 27th. Phil Demery, County Public Works Director, moved to approve the August 28, 2002 meeting minutes. 

Comments, if any, to September TAC, SWMJTG meeting on the proposed work plan and schedule summary 

Paul Karp asked for comments from the subgroup about the presentation he made before the November Solid Waste Task group meeting. No comments were forthcoming.   

Consideration of final task group approval (revised) for Task 1 (City of Santa Maria)

Final draft of Task 1 Guiding Principles was approved by the subgroup.

Consideration of final proposal for Task 2 (summary of current advantages and disadvantages for the solid waste system within Santa Barbara County) 

John McInnes from County Public Works presented a final summary of information for Task 2 regarding the solid waste system priorities per jurisdiction and summary information on active landfills in Santa Barbara County. Task 2 was approved by the subgroup.

Consideration of draft proposal for Task 3 (Summary of current development for countywide and/or multi-jurisdictional solid waste disposal in neighboring counties/cities/states/countries)

John Zhao of Santa Maria presented a collection of information on all of the landfills in Southern California, including ownership, permitted tonnage, remaining tonnage, daily tonnage limits and others. Phil Demery suggested that Task 3 should incorporate information the County had collected previously. County staff presented John Zhao a digital copy of that information.

Consideration of draft proposal for Task 4 (Identify Solid Waste handling needs in the Santa Barbara County and develop disposal options to meet those needs)

Paul Karp suggested that in order to complete this task, coordination is necessary with other subgroups, especially with the alternative to disposal subgroup. In addition, the scenarios in the Short-Term (2003-2006), Medium-Term (2007-2017) and Long-Term (2018-2048) should include impacts from foreseeable recycling operations and any recommendations from the TAC to the Solid Waste Task Group.

Consideration of draft proposal for Task 5 (Develop Ranking Criteria for the options)

John Zhao of Santa Maria presented a draft Ranking Criteria.

Update from Santa Maria on siting activities for a City landfill

Paul Karp stated that the City had employed a real estate consultant and authorized the consultant to perform research of the market and develop a list of potential available sites and ownership information. The real estate consultant has identified several properties that the City will likely visit after contacting property owners.
