Call to Order & Introduction
Paul Karp convened the meeting at 1:33 p.m.  Call to order and introductions were made.

Comments on TAC actions on the proposed work plan and schedule summary

Consideration of draft proposal for Task 1 


John McInnes suggested a revision to the proposed Liability Protection section wording from, “…develop a solid waste disposal liability protection system that…” to, “…develop solid waste disposal options that provide for liability protection that will…”.  The subgroup approved the revision and directed that it be forwarded to the Task Group.

Review material submitted for Task 2 by the County
Paul Karp suggested Task 2 address the ability of participants to transfer solid waste from each jurisdiction in Task 2.  Phil Demery suggested including financial analysis of the current county solid waste disposal systems excluding nondispoal items.  The subgroup members agreed that John Zhao and John McInnes should work out the details and bring a revision to the next subgroup meeting.
Strategy discussion for the completion of Task 3 and 4

Phil Demery suggested using as much of the information developed by the County staff as possible in completion of the Tasks 3 and 4.   Paul Karp and Phil Demery both wanted to pay close attention to the effects of transfers of waste in Task 2 when preparing Task 4. Paul Karp also suggested out-of-county transfers as a disposal option for discussion.
Update from Santa Maria on siting activities for a City landfill

Paul Karp informed the subgroup that the city is in the process of hiring a real estate agent to develop site options.
