Call to Order & Introduction
Paul Karp of City of Santa Maria convened the meeting at 1:30 p.m.  

Approval of November 27, 2002 meeting minutes

Paul Karp moved to approve the November 27, 2002 meeting minutes. 

Comments, if any, to December TAC, SWMJTG meeting on the proposed work plan and schedule summary 

Paul Karp asked for input for the presentation he will be giving to the January Task Group meeting on advantage and potential of solid waste disposal system in Santa Barbara County.   

Consideration of final task subgroup approval (revised) for Task 3 (City of Santa Maria)

Final draft of Task 3, summary of current development for countywide and/or multi-jurisdictional solid waste disposal in neighboring counties/cities/states/countries, was approved by the subgroup. It is also decided by the subgroup that no further TAC approval is not necessary since the draft was approved by the TAC. 

Consideration of final proposal for Task 4 (summary of current advantages and disadvantages for the solid waste system within Santa Barbara County) 

John McInnes from County Public Works presented a final summary of information for Task 4 regarding the solid waste handling needs and disposal options/scenarios to meet these needs.  The subgroup recommended to include advantages, disadvantages and identify current cost for each of the scenarios.  Paul Karp suggested forward the final draft to TAC for approval or in February.  

Consideration of final draft proposal for Task 5 (Develop Ranking Criteria for the options)

John Zhao of Santa Maria presented the final draft Ranking Criteria. Paul Karp suggested including a definition/explanation for each of the ranking criteria.  John McInnes also suggested adding score and weighting factor to the ranking criteria. The score for each ranking criteria will be decided by the staff. The weight factor will be decided by public input. The final rank will be the score multiply by the weight factor for each ranking criteria.

John McInnes and John Zhao were directed to finalize Tasks 1 through 5 for submittal to the TAC in February. 

Update from Santa Maria on siting activities for a City landfill

Paul Karp updated that City of Santa Maria did not submit a bid for the Nuevo’s property for sale in Orcutt due to tight deadline for submit a bid and complication of oil production operation. City did reviewed pertinent information for the property at Nuevo’s data room in Bakersfield. City of Santa Maria, however, informed Nuevo that the City still interested to  work with Nuevo and/or any the new owner(s) to further explore all options.  

City is also working with Chevron Development to reach agreement of key principles before start further discussion for the Los Flores Property.
