Comments on Public Forum in Santa Maria
Santa Barbara County LEA, Bob Engle, Jim Diani and one member of the Lompoc City Council were present during the public forum in Santa Maria City Hall.  The Disposal subgroup and Alternatives to Disposal subgroup staff presented information gathered and provided answers to questions from the public.  
Discussion of Proposed Update to the Current Solid Waste Disposal MOU Between the City of Santa Maria and the County of Santa Barbara

Phil Demery expressed the desire to have input on rate structure from participating jurisdictions.  The MOU starting point should be the review of existing rate structure.  Phil also expressed concerns of cost associated with illegal dumping. John Zhao of the City of Santa Maria will work with John McInnes and Mark Schleich of the County Santa Barbara on rate review and MOU issues.

Update from the City of Santa Maria on Siting Activities for a New City Landfill (Identifying Potential Sites with Willing Sellers) 

City of Santa Maria staff continues to work with landowners of potential new landfill sites. A meeting with Chevron staff is scheduled in two weeks.

John Zhao of the City of Santa Maria will work with John McInnes of the County of Santa Barbara to finalize ranking criteria for the Disposal Options study and  will add bale fill to the current list of options.  The final draft report should be ready for the subgroup discussion at the August Meeting.
