SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL SUBGROUP
Local Control

Local decision-making bodies retain their authority to set rates, dictate waste flow and maintain control on all solid waste disposal options that will best serve each community and the needs of the respective residents. 

Regional Services

Develop short/long term regional solid waste disposal options that will provide each of the communities within Santa Barbara County reliable and environmentally superior solid waste disposal options at market competitive rates.

Liability Protection

Develop a solid waste disposal option that provides liability protection that will address all past, existing and future solid waste disposal liability protection issues in all communities within Santa Barbara County participating in chosen options. 

Waste Diversion/Flexibility

Develop solid waste disposal options that provide maximum flexibility for Santa Barbara County communities to meet respective recycling/waste diversion goals while still providing adequate disposal services for residuals regardless of flow volumes of solid waste.

Reliability/Economic Efficiencies

Develop solid waste options that are cost effective and economically viable without adversely impacting the environment to a point found unacceptable by communities using or hosting the solid waste disposal facilities
