The group convened at 2:07 pm. 

The group reviewed the commercial recycling infrastructure from the four jurisdictions that submitted information (Carpinteria, Lompoc, the County of Santa Barbara and the City of Santa Barbara).  Issues covered included commercial recycling incentives available within each jurisdiction, community organizations that may be able to assist in developing programs and the number and type of businesses in each jurisdiction.

In Lompoc, Albertsons, Vons and Wal-Mart handle their own cardboard recycling.  Lompoc also has provides free drop-off sites for cardboard.  HSS / Waste Management is currently asking for an additional $11 / ton to process curbside recyclables from the City of Lompoc (this would take processing fee from $50 to $61 / ton) and other jurisdictions.  The City would like to get people more aware of commingled service and provide more individual audits of businesses.

The County has a limited number of businesses that call for waste audits.  Some appropriate meetings to attend on this issue may include the Santa Barbara City College’s Business & Industry Associates group (meets the 3rd Monday of every month). Another group that may prove beneficial to commercial recycling efforts is the Greater Santa Barbara Lodging Association (which meets bimonthly).  The County is targeting these and other organizations – trying to get the material ban program into their newsletters.  It was mentioned that contamination at multi-family units makes recycling very difficult.  The County has found that using carts eliminates or reduces this problem.  One recent success story is Dr. Hemingway, DDS, who recently built a larger trash enclosure at his facility to accommodate recycling containers.

Finally, the group went over it’s work plan and schedule.  The next major milestone is developing commercial recycling options – to be presented to the full MJSWTG on May 5, 2003.
