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The group engaged in a lively discussion regarding the challenges that different jurisdictions and agencies are facing in managing hazardous waste, electronic waste and other universal waste.  The group renamed itself to “Other Regulated Waste” due to the length of its previous name.

The group prepared a draft purpose statement that reads: “Identify regional challenges and develop comprehensive approaches for the appropriate management and disposal of these regulated wastes.”  The following objectives were identified that should be included in each program: education, funding mechanisms, development of infrastructure, and enforcement.

The following specific challenges were identified:

· Increased accountability of customers using facilities

· Growing volumes of e-waste

· Increased cost to manage e-waste

· Growing volumes of paint at collection centers

· Lots of oil-based paint, solvents, pool chemicals, etc caught through load check

· Increased internal and external exchanges of materials

· Pending state and federal legislation (support or not and how to implement once adopted)

· Education and collection of fluorescent light bulbs, mercury-containing products, household batteries, printer cartridges, and arsenic-treated wood
· Increased distribution of educational materials

· Increased capacity and more convenient locations for collection centers
· Increased communication between agencies (regional programs)
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
