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The group reviewed the draft purpose statement that had been prepared at the previous meeting.  It was suggested to replace the word “these” with “special” so that the final purpose statement now reads “Identify regional challenges and develop comprehensive approaches for the appropriate management and disposal of special regulated wastes.”

The group agreed to a four-step process that would result in final recommendations for the ultimate review by the TAC and MJSWTG.  The four steps included,

1) Identify challenge categories

2) Develop approaches for categories

3) Prioritize approaches

4) Develop final recommendations

A more formalized version of this Work Plan is attached for the group’s review and approval at the next subgroup meeting.
The group categorized the specific challenges that had been identified at the previous meeting into six categories.  The six categories are:

1) Illegally disposed material
2) Newly or pending regulated materials

· CRTs

· Flourescent lamps

· Mercury-containing products

· Arsenic-treated wood

· Others

3) Material Exchanges

4) Education/Communication Activities

5) Increased Collection and Handling Capacity

6) Sources of Funding
These will be identified in Step 1 of the Work Plan.

The group then brainstormed regarding the issue of illegal disposal of hazardous materials.  At this time, the group did not feel that there was a need to change the existing system for managing hazardous material illegally disposed on private or public property.  
A number of issues were discussed regarding illegally disposed materials at solid waste facilities.  The following actions were brought up as possible solutions:

1) Establish a fine for material illegally brought to facilities.  It would be good to make the fine the same at all facilities.  
2) There was discussion regarding a policy that materials weighing over 50 pounds or 5 gallons not be able to leave a facility for fear that it would be illegally disposed of.

3) In situations involving the illegal drop-off of materials when facilities are closed, it was recommended to install fake cameras or real cameras to dissuade the activity

4) A lack of options for small quantity generators to have their material handled in Santa Maria was identified.
