
Other Regulated Waste Subgroup
19 SEPTEMBER MEETING SUMMARY
































The group made a round of introductions.  It was explained that the Project Team for the Multi-jurisdictional Solid Waste Task Group had recommended that each of the individual jurisdictions and agencies send letters instead of one letter from the Sub Group.  Several of the jurisdictions have either sent a letter or are planning to send a letter by the end of the month.

The challenge category of “Newly or Pending Regulated Materials” was discussed.  At the outset household batteries, asbestos containing materials, and creosote containing materials were added to the existing list.  The following is a brief summary of each of the materials discussed.

Batteries

It was brought up that there was a lack of collection facilities for household batteries in the North County.  Each of the permanent collection centers collects them.  CEC explained the program that they set up for the County enlisting many different businesses to take back batteries at their stores.  The batteries are stored at the businesses until there is a significant quantity and then the businesses deliver the batteries to the South Coast Collection Center free of charge.  Participation has been high in this program.  In addition, it was added that the transfer station and the Lompoc and Santa Maria landfills could have drums near their scale houses where individuals could drop off their batteries.

CRTs

The group discussed the on-going collection efforts that are currently being undertaken and the collection events that were conducted last year.  There was consensus that the existing infrastructure is working and that annual events would be conducted countywide again this year.
Flourescent Lamps

There was considerable discussion that the existing regulations are not clear.  They could either be interpreted to read that a single generator can dispose up to 25 lamps per day or that a single landfill can dispose up to 25 lamps per day.  Apparently, there is global confusion on these regulations.  Karen Weston indicated that she would continue to research the issue and get back to the group at our next meeting if she found anything that clarified the confusion.

Mercury-Containing Products

These products are thermometers, thermostats, switches in certain appliances.  The concerns that were raised were 1) it is unknown which products contain the mercury, 2) many of these items are very small and not seen during load check, and 3) removing mercury switches from appliances is very time consuming.  It was also raised that many of the processors that receive the appliances may be removing the switches.  Leslie Wells and Keith Stoodley will research the issue and bring information back to the group at the next meeting.

Arsenic-Treated Wood

The proposed legislation addressing arsenic-treated wood did not pass but the CIWMB has a lot of information on the topic.  Jeff Mathieu was going to look into this issue and bring information back at our next meeting.

Asbestos-Containing Materials

Each of the landfills can receive non-friable asbestos as long as it is properly packaged.  The transfer station is having a difficulty with identifying what roofing material contains asbestos.  Products prior to 1967 have a higher likelihood of containing asbestos but typically no information is available regarding the material delivered.  Ways that were discussed to combat this lack of information included ensuring that building permits required that the materials be tested for asbestos and that the documentation be shown at the disposal facility.  It was not known if a permit was required for a roofing project.  In addition, Lompoc currently charges triple their rate to receive asbestos and one way to encourage identification of the material is to charge triple the rate for all roofing material coming to the facilities unless there is documentation proving that it does not contain asbestos.  It was recommended to contact roofers and find out how they discern what is in the material in order to protect their employees.
Creosote-Containing Materials

Creosote can be disposed at a lined and permitted facility.  Creosote treated materials can be landfilled at other facilities if it is older and therefore not wet and rigid.  The concern is that if a customer is told that the facility can not receive the material that we do not have facilities to recommend that they use.  Ideas to address this included making a list of landfills that can accept the newer materials as well as contacting landscapers to see if they would be interested in being on a contact list for use in their landscape projects.
