The Meeting Minutes from the November 13, 2002 meeting of the Subgroup were reviewed and approved by those present.
The November 25th MJSWTG meeting was reviewed for the group by Jerry Smith.  He stated that Rebecca did an excellent job with the biosolids presentation.  He said that many favorable comments were received and that there were requests for Rebecca to make the same presentation to various other City Councils.  Rebecca should follow through with those who asked and arrange to make the presentation.  Additionally, Bob Engel requested a copy of the PowerPoint presentation.
