The minutes from the March 4, 2003 Greenwaste Subgroup meeting were reviewed and adopted unanimously.
The Group reviewed the Work plan adopted by the Multi-jurisdictional Solid Waste Task Group (MJSWTG) at its March 24, 2003 meeting.  There followed discussion of how to prioritize the critical issues and areas of concern identified by the greenwaste subgroup in the Work Plan.  There was also discussion of quantifying the flow of greenwaste and identifying the collection, transportation, processing and distribution infrastructure.  A flow chart showing the amounts and flow of greenwaste generated within Santa Barbara County will be closer to completion once information on greenwaste generation is obtained from the cities of Santa Maria and 
Carpinteria. 
Craig Whan told the group that Progressive Waste Management was in the process of purchasing one of Hot Rot’s smaller composting modules, and might be participating in the City of Santa Barbara’s pilot food collection program.
