
Green Waste Subgroup
NOVEMBER 5, 2002 MEETING SUMMARY

The meeting was convened at 2:10 p.m.  Introductions were made.
The draft minutes from the October 22 Greenwaste Subgroup meeting were reviewed.  Bob Engle indicated that some comments he had made during the meeting had not been included.  It was agreed that the minutes would be amended to reflect those comments.  The minutes were adopted with the above noted changes.
The draft Statement of Purpose was reviewed.  A number of concepts such as risk reduction, meeting existing regulations and standards, environmental sustainability, and quality control were considered as potential additions, but in the end it was agreed that these might best be expressed through the Guiding Principles yet to be drafted.  As a result, the Statement of Purpose was adopted as written.  
Copies of the Multi-Jurisdictional Solid Waste Task Group (MJSWTG) Guiding Principles were distributed to provide the basis for developing Guiding Principles for the Greenwaste Subgroup.  Some of the other Subgroups have adopted the MJSWTG Guiding Principles as their own with little or no modification.  Others, such as the Alternatives to Disposal Subgroup have developed completely different Guiding Principles.  The Group felt that the MJSWTG Guiding Principles could be modified to fit the needs of the Greenwaste Subgroup.  A draft set of Guiding Principles will be developed and sent out to the group prior to the next meeting, and will serve as the basis for further discussion.
A tentative schedule, listing Greenwaste Subgroup, Technical Advisory Committee, and MJSWTG meetings and work tasks through February 2003 was distributed for discussion.  The December 3, 2002 Greenwaste Subgroup meeting was rescheduled for December 10, because the convener had a scheduling conflict.  The Greenwaste Subgroups Statement of Purpose, Guiding Principles, and Work Plan/Time Line should be ready for adoption by the MJSWTG at its January 2003 meeting.  An introductory presentation on greenwaste management will be made at the February 2003 MJSWTG meeting.

The Convener had asked Mike Schmaeling, the North County Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) representative if he would be willing to update the Greenwaste Subgroup on pending California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) chipping and grinding, and composting regulations at a future meeting.  Mike recommended that we sponsor an organics regulation workshop for organics processors in the tri-counties area, and invite a representative from the CIWMB to provide a comprehensive overview of the regulations as they currently stand, and how they are likely to impact the management of organic materials.
Craig Whan, a representative of Outspoken Industries/Hot Rot Composting Systems briefed the group on the composting system his company has developed.  A more comprehensive presentation will be made at 10:00 a.m., Friday November 8 in Public Works Conference Room #1.
