The sunset date is extended from January 1, 2002 until the operative date of the regulations. Would also require that the Board promulgate regulations by January 1, 2005.

	Chapter 587, Statutes of 2002 


	Would require the IWMB to create an interest-free Landfill Closure Loan Program for solid waste landfill operators who choose to close their facilities early.  The focus of the program would be on small, rural unlined landfills.

Environmentally Preferable Purchasing
	Chapter 575, Statutes of 2002
	Would require the Department of General Services, in consultation with Cal/EPA, members of the public, industry, and public health and environmental organizations, to provide State agencies with information and assistance regarding environmentally preferable purchasing.  

	AB 560 (Jackson)
D-Santa Barbara 

Local Used Oil Collection Programs: Storm water Runoff Pollution
	Chapter 500, Statutes of 2001 
	Would authorize a local government that has implemented the used oil collection and education elements of a used oil collection program to also include provisions for the collection of oil and oil byproducts from nonpoint sources that may be mixed with oil or oil byproducts.

	AB 709 (Wayne)
D-San Diego 

Codisposal Sites: Cleanup 
	Chapter 598, Statutes of 2002 

 
	Would establish that burn dump sites be eligible for cleanup funding from the IWMB’s Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program and would prescribe a method for determining whether the IWMB, Department of Toxic Substances Control, or a regional water quality control board should have oversight authority.  

	AB 751 (Jackson)
D-Santa Barbara 

Mercury-Containing Lamp Waste 
	Died Pursuant to Joint Rule 56
	Would require any person managing mercury-containing lamp waste to manage it as a hazardous waste. Would require any person recycling mercury-containing lamp waste to do so in the same manner as universal waste. Would exempt from these restrictions, mercury-containing lamp waste generated by a household or facility that does not generate more then 30 bulbs or tubes per month.

	AB 802 (Dickerson)

Biomass-to-Energy Facilities. 
	Died Pursuant to Joint Rule 56
	Would amend the California Integrated Waste Management Act to remove the 10 percent limit on diversion permitted through biomass conversion as it relates to the 50 percent diversion goal. 

	AB 1187 (Simitian)
D-Palo Alto 

Solid Waste: Recycling: Tires: Permits: Used Oil 
	Chapter 316, Statutes of 2001
	Would make technical and clarifying changes to various sections of the Integrated Waste Management Act and would, in part, establish enhanced collection of used oil and improved tracking of waste and used tires.

	AB 1201 (Pavley)
D-Agoura Hills 

Storm Water Pollution: Used Oil Recycling
	Chapter 317, Statutes of 2001
	Would allow used oil funds to be used for the mitigation of nonpoint source pollution from oil and oil byproducts and to pay for environmental education regarding the proper disposal of oil and oil byproducts.

	AB 1400 (Cogdill)
R-Modesto 

Mixed Solid Waste Composting Facility
	Chapter 381, Statutes of 2002
	Would require Mariposa County to submit a report to the IWMB regarding the county’s progress in funding, constructing, and operating a mixed solid waste composting facility in cooperation with Yosemite National Park.

	AB 1482 (Richman)
R-Sun Valley 

Solid Waste Diversion 
	Chapter 359, Statutes of 2002
	Would encourage the formation of regional agencies, which are formed by agreement to work as a group to meet the requirements of the Integrated Waste Management Act, by permitting the regional agency to equitably distribute fines levied among its members.  

	AB 1483 (Richman)
R-Sun Valley 
	Died pursuant to Joint Rule 56
	Would, in part, require regional water boards to conduct reviews of waste discharge permits for solid waste facilities in certain circumstances. Would also require proof of financial ability sufficient to address any water quality problems that may occur postclosure.

	AB 1510 (Ashburn)
R-Bakersfield 

Dry Cell Batteries 
	Inactive
	Requires the Environmental Quality Council to perform a study and submit a report to the Legislature by 7/31/03 regarding available recycling opportunities, reclamation practices and the environmental effect of randomly disposing of spent dry cell batteries containing zinc electrodes in a solid waste landfill. Appropriates $125,000 from the General Fund to the Council to prepare the report.

	AB 1952 (Bogh)

Transformation
	Assembly Committee on Natural Resources
	Would change the definition of transformation to include conversion technologies. Also would delete the 10% limit on credit diversion for transformation.

	AB 2214 (Keeley)

Low Level Radio Active Waste
	Chapter 513, Statutes of 2002
	Would specify certain requirements for operation and design of facilities for disposal of low-level radioactive waste and prohibits Ward Valley from being the site for a new low-level radioactive waste disposal facility.

	AB 2308 (Chavez)
D-La Puente 

Solid Waste Fees
	Chapter 993, Statutes of 2002
	Would prohibit inert waste that is not disposed of in a solid waste landfill from being counted as disposal by the IWMB. 

	AB 2312 (Chu)
D-Monterey Park 

Environmental Justice Grant Program
	To Enrollment
	Would establish the Environmental Justice Small Grant Program to fund environmental justice projects and would require Cal/EPA to adopt regulations to administer the program.

Solid Waste: Compost Contamination
	Chapter 591, Statutes of 2002 

 
	Would make findings and declarations regarding the potential threat to composting programs posed by the herbicide clopyralid. The bill would require the Department of Pesticide Regulation (DPR) to cancel any lawn and turf use if the Department finds that the use of any herbicide may result in residues in compost that are likely to be toxic or injurious to plants. 

	AB 2474 (Simitian)

Automotive Products
	Chapter 998, Statutes of 2002
	Would require antifreeze manufacturers to add a bittering agent to ethylene glycol based antifreeze sold in the State of California, with the exception of bulk sales, to reduce the number of individuals, wildlife and domestic animals that are poisoned by this product.

	Chapter 955, Statutes of 2002

Solid Waste: Conversion Technologies
	Chapter 740, Statutes of 2002
	Would require the IWMB to conduct research on and prepare a report about new and emerging technologies that can convert solid waste residuals otherwise destined for landfills into electricity, alternative fuels, and industrial chemicals. In addition to diverting more material from landfills and reducing both short and long-term environmental impacts associated with landfills, these technologies would result in a new local economy.

	Chapter 424, Statutes of 2001
	Would extend the January 1, 2002 sunset date that makes odors emanating from a composting operation fall within the jurisdiction of a local enforcement agency and not the local air quality management district. The sunset would be extended until April 1, 2003, or until the IWMB adopts regulations governing the operation of compost facilities. This bill is an urgency measure.

	SB 243 (Kuehl)

Radiation Safety Act of 2001 
	Returned to Secretary of Senate pursuant to Joint Rule 56
	Would create the Radiation Safety Act of 2001, which, among other things,  prohibits any person from burying, throwing away, or disposing of radioactive wastes within the state except in a disposal facility licensed for specific types of radioactive waste. 

	SB 373 (Torlakson)
D-Antioch 

School Districts: Solid Waste Recycling
	Chapter 926, Statutes of 2001
	Codifies the Office of Integrated Environmental Education (OIEE) at the IWMB and requires the office, in cooperation with the California Department of Education, to develop and implement a unified education strategy on the environment for elementary and secondary schools in the state. The OIEE would be required to create the Environmental Ambassador Pilot Program, beginning July 1, 2002. The IWMB would be required to develop models and school waste reduction tools that may be used by schools, districts and county offices of education to implement waste reduction programs. The OIEE in coordination with the California Department of Education and the Board of Education would be required to develop a grant program to support environmental education efforts. The State Board of Education and the State Department of Education would be required to revise, as necessary, the framework in science to include the necessary elements to teach environmental education.

	Vetoed September 27, 2002
	Would define the term "recycled concrete." Would authorize builders to use recycled concrete if the end user has been fully informed.

Solid Waste Management 
	Vetoed September 30, 2002
	Would delete extraneous language from law relating to the permitting of a solid waste facility. 

	SB 470 (Sher)

Hazardous Waste Control 
	Chapter 605, Statutes of 2001
	Would correct a number of technical issues in the hazardous waste law overseen by DTSC and exempts an engine oil management technology from regulation under the hazardous waste law.

	SB 481 (Speier)

Vehicles: Dealers: Licenses 
	Chapter 441, Statutes of 2001
	Would exclude the cost of the California Tire Fee from the advertised price of a new car.

	SB 624 (Soto)
D-Pomona 

Vehicle cover 
	Chapter 279, Statutes of 2001
	Would clarify that waste being transported must be covered, and would add cardboard to the definition of waste, pursuant to this provision.

	SB 625 (Costa)
D-Fresno 

Agricultural Waste 
	Returned to Secretary of Senate pursuant to Joint Rule 56
	Would clarify the provision of Chapter 7, Statutes of 2001 (SB 5x) dealing with the development of methane power production projects on California dairies.



	SB 633 (Sher)
D-Palo Alto 

Mercury 
	Chapter 656, Statutes of 2001
	Bans the manufacture, sale or supply of mercury fever thermometers except when the thermometer is supplied to a consumer or patient by written prescription. 

Bans the manufacture, sale or distribution of novelty items (toys, games, figurines, shoes, etc.) containing mercury.

Prohibits the purchase of mercury or mercury-containing equipment and materials in K-12 schools except for mercury-containing measuring devices for which the Department of Toxic Substances Control determines no adequate substitute exists.

Requires that mercury-containing switches in junked vehicles be removed before the vehicles are crushed or shredded. 

Creates a voluntary program to coordinate and encourage replacement and recycling of mercury-containing motor vehicle light switches, with a report due to the Legislature on January 1, 2004 on the success of such efforts.  The report is also to include an evaluation of compliance with the requirement to remove mercury-containing appliance switches.  Prohibits the sale in California of a vehicle manufactured on or after January 1, 2005, that contains a mercury-containing motor vehicle light switch.

	Chaptered 408, Statutes of 2002
	Would require the IWMB to revise the list of available recycled products as needed and to include the list in the annual report to the Legislature.  This bill would also require State agencies to continually review their procedures for the purchase of lubricating and industrial oils to eliminate any exclusion or recycled oils.  

	SB 649 (Senate Environmental Quality Committee)
Sher, D-Palo Alto, Chair 

Environmental Quality: Solid Waste Management 
	Chapter 625, Statutes of 2002
	As it relates to the IWMB, this bill would allow a lien to be attached to affected property that has been cleaned up by the Waste Tire Enforcement Program or the Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Cleanup Program. This would reduce court costs because it could obviate the need to file a cost recovery action with the AG's office. It would also make several changes to the CIWMB's local government planning law under the Integrated Waste Management Act and would clarify several changes in wire tire management law made by SB 876 (Escutia, Chapter 838) of 2000.

	SB 828 (Alarcon)

Environmental justice 
	Chapter 765, Statutes of 2001
	Would create deadlines for the Work Group on Environmental Justice and would require all Boards, Departments, and Offices within the Cal/EPA to review its programs, policies and activities and identify and address any gaps.

	SB 1069 (Chesbro)
D-Arcata  

Solid waste facilities 
	Returned to Secretary of Senate pursuant to Joint Rule 56
	Would require any manufacturer of a product sold or offered for sale in a rigid plastic packaging container to pay a plastic pollution prevention fee to the IWMB for every plastic container of a resin type that fails to equal or exceed a recycling rate of 50 percent or more on or before January 1, 2005. It also requires the IWMB to set the plastic pollution prevention fee equal to the difference between the scrap value and the cost of recycling for each resin type, except as specified. The bill would authorize the IWMB to expend the moneys deposited in the Rigid Plastic Pollution Subaccount to promote the recycling of rigid plastic packaging containers, including but not limited to, payments to recyclers and local governments to offset the cost of recycling rigid plastic packaging.

	Chapter 406, Statutes of 2001
	Would require the IWMB to conduct a study regarding use and disposal of polystyrene in California.

	Chapter 450, Statutes of 2001
	Would allow onsite aerosol can hazardous waste treatment to fall under the universal waste rule. This would allow household hazardous waste collection centers, as well as other onsite hazardous waste generators, to bypass the certification process and adopt the inspection requirements that come with the universal waste rule instead.

	SB 1328 (Chesbro)

Solid Waste: illegal disposal: abatement grants
	Chapter 628, Statutes of 2002
	Would expand the Farm and Ranch Solid Waste Cleanup and Abatement Grant Program by increasing the maximum grant award from $10,000 per site and $50,000 per jurisdiction to $50,000 per site and $200,000 per jurisdiction.  Additionally, this bill would expand eligibility of the program to include all public entities and Native American Tribes.  

	SB 1346 (Kuehl)

Solid Waste: Tire Recycling Programs: Rubberized Asphalt Concrete: Public Works Projects
	Chapter 671, Statutes of 2002
	Would authorize, but not require, the IWMB to implement a program to award grants to local government entities for funding of public works projects that use rubberized asphalt concrete (RAC). The bill would specify the size of the project and the level of crumb rubber use to be eligible for the grants, as well as the size of grants. The bill would specify, to the extent possible, that total grants per year be equal to 16 percent of the funds budgeted for market development and new technology activities for used and waste tires.

	SB 1374 (Kuehl) D-Santa Monica

Solid Waste: Construction and Demolition Waste Materials: Model Ordinance 
	Chaptered 501, Statutes of 2002
	Would require the IWMB by March 1, 2004 to adopt a model ordinance suitable for adoption by any local agency to require 50-75 percent diversion of construction and demolition (C&D) waste materials from landfills. It would require jurisdictions to summarize progress made in diversion of C&D waste materials in their annual progress reports to the IWMB. Finally, it would require the IWMB, in determining penalties for a jurisdiction's failure to implement its source reduction and recycling element (SRRE) or its household hazardous waste element (HHWE), to consider whether the jurisdiction has provided information to the IWMB concerning whether C&D waste materials are at least a moderately significant portion of the waste stream, and if so, whether the jurisdiction has adopted a local C&D ordinance, adopted the IWMB's model ordinance, or implemented another C&D diversion program.

	Would provide that any report or study that is required to be prepared and submitted to the Legislature or Legislative Counsel by a state or local agency be submitted electronically.

	Assembly Committee on Transportation 
	Would require Caltrans, to the extent permitted by law and in consultation with the IWMB, to require that, to the extent feasible, all state highway construction and road repair projects that are not exclusively state funded and that use asphalt to use asphalt containing rubber. This bill would exempt the use of crumb rubber in these projects if Caltrans determines that using crumb rubber does not meet the project's engineering standards and specifications or is not cost-effective.

	Would require every retailer or manufacturer that sells cathode ray tube (CRT devices) collect a Cathode Ray Tube Recycling Fee (fee) on each CRT device. The bill also would establish the Cathode Ray Tube Recycling Account (account) to fund activities related to the management of CRTs.

	Senate Inactive File 
	Would require the California Environmental Protection Agency (Cal/EPA) to convene an Interagency Conversion Technologies and Biomass Task Force and require it to submit a report by July 2004 to the Governor and the Legislature. It would add legislative intent relating to a zero-waste goal for California, revise information the IWMB is required to include in its annual report, and impose a fee on all solid waste destined for out-of-state disposal. In addition, it would require the IWMB to establish a Diversion Reward Grant, Loan and Loan Guarantee Program under which local governments and nonprofit organizations may seek financial assistance for funding innovative methods of increasing diversion. The bill would also include an Electronic Waste Management Grant, Loan, and Loan Guarantee Program under jurisdiction of the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC), along with several other provisions related to hazardous waste.

	Chapter 1003, Statutes of 2002
	Would require the IWMB to provide environmental justice information and models to jurisdictions and private business to assist with consideration of environmental justice by April 1, 2003.  This bill would require that Countywide Siting Elements submitted or revised after January 1, 2003 shall include a description of the actions taken by the city or county to solicit public participation by the affected communities, including minority and low-income populations.  This bill would also require the California Environmental Protection Agency to appoint additional representatives to the Working Group for Environmental Justice.  

	SB 1587 (Romero)
D-Los Angeles 

Solid Waste: Landfill Facilities: Disposal Sites
	Placed on Appropriations Suspense File 
	Would require the Legislative Analyst to conduct a study and report to the Governor and the Legislature by December 31, 2003, to determine whether a conflict of interest exists in local governments relative to operation and regulatory oversight of facilities permitted by the IWMB and address the feasibility and potential effect of replacing the existing local enforcement agency structure with a regional enforcement agency structure. Would prohibit certain members of the IWMB who are not appointed to represent the general public from serving as vice chairperson of the IWMB. Would require the IWMB to include landfill capacity information on a statewide and regional basis and a list of facilities that violate State Minimum Standards or that are out of compliance with the orders of a local enforcement agency (LEA) in the IWMB’s annual report. Would require the IWMB to conduct at least one unannounced inspection every 18 months of each solid waste landfill and transformation facility. Would require the IWMB to concur or object to the issuance, modification, or revision of any Solid Waste Facilities Permit within 120 days from the date of submission for review. Would authorize the IWMB to determine that a facility is out of compliance with the State Minimum Standards if the facility has been out of compliance with those standards for more than 30 days during the 24-month period prior to a Board hearing, unless the IWMB determines that the facility operator made a good faith effort to bring the facility into compliance. Would provide that if the owner of property upon which solid waste is or was unlawfully stored, stockpiled, disposed, or maintained refuses to allow the IWMB, LEA, or contractors access to enter the property and perform all necessary cleanup, abatement, or remedial work, the IWMB, LEA, or contractors shall be permitted reasonable access to the property to perform that activity if an administrative order requiring corrective action has been issued or obtained against the property owner, and the IWMB or LEA finds that there is a significant threat to public health and safety or the environment. Would require an LEA to notify the IWMB regarding any solid waste facility granted a permit that has violated State Minimum Standards. Would provide that persons liable for administrative civil penalties, judicially imposed civil penalties, and injunctive relief under certain provisions relating to civil penalties, include the current owner or operator of a solid waste facility or disposal site, any person who was the owner or operator of a solid waste facility or disposal site at any time when solid wastes were disposed, any person who disposed or arranged for the disposal, or generated, transported, or arranged for the transport of any solid waste disposed at a solid waste facility or disposal site, and any person who is contributing to or has contributed to the disposal, management, or transportation of solid wastes at a solid waste facility or disposal site.

	Vetoed September 30, 2002
	Would set goals for diversion, reuse, and recycling of cathode ray tubes and CRT devices. It would also provide a grant program to promote diversion, recycling and refurbishment for cathode ray tubes and CRT device diversion.

	SB 1623 (Romero)

Radiation Safety Act of 2002
	Senate Committee on Appropriations 
	Would prohibit the disposal of radioactive waste at a hazardous waste disposal facility, but would allow the disposal of certain naturally occurring radioactive materials at Class I, Class II, or Class III facilities, if the facility's permit expressly authorizes the disposal of that waste and the facility complies with regulations that the department would be required to adopt imposing specified conditions upon the disposal of that waste. 

	SB 1882 (Alpert)

Solid Waste: personal care products: recycling
	Vetoed September 27, 2002
	Would require the IWMB to review and compile information gathered by the City of Santa Clarita’s pilot diaper recycling facility and to make the information available to local enforcement agencies and local governments for assistance with future diversion activities.  This bill would require the IWMB to develop guidelines to assist local governments that choose to include diaper recycling as a part of their diversion plans.   

	SB 1970 (Romero)

Solid Waste: plastic packaging containers: recycling
	To Enrollment 

 
	Would implement the Radiation Safety Act of 2002, and authorize DTSC, in consultation with the IWMB and the Department of Health Services, to adopt regulations and permit conditions relating to safety and monitoring procedures, and restrictions and limitations on maximum concentrations for the disposal of technologically enhanced naturally occurring radioactive material (TENORM) waste.

Electricity Production: Methane Demonstration Project
	From Committee with no further action 
	Would appropriate $5 million to provide grants to fund research on emerging anaerobic digestion technologies, and $20 million to provide matching grants to qualified public or private entities for pilot projects to demonstrate and feasibility and practical application of anaerobic digestion technologies.

	Chapter 4, Statutes of 2001 
	Would change the definition of a "Qualifying Facility" for purposed of the Agricultural Biomass-to Energy Incentive Grant Program administered by the Trade and Commerce Agency.

	Energy & Air Subcommittee of the House Energy and Commerce Committee
	Would grant the same tax-credit status to landfill gas to energy generators as to wind generators. The tax credit is one-and-a-half cents per kilowatt-hour benefit.

	HR 1863 (Camp)
R-Michigan
	House Ways and Means Committee
	Would grant the same tax-credit status to landfill gas to energy generators as to wind generators. The tax credit is 1.5 cents per kilowatt-hour benefit. This portion of the bill is essentially the same as HR 983. This bill, however, would also extend the tax credit into the year 2004, as well as providing an equivalent tax credit to landfills that sell their landfill gasses instead of generating energy themselves.
