Subject:  Continued Support of the MJSWTG by Vandenberg’s Environmental Flight

Dear Col. Tucker:

The Multi-Jurisdictional Solid Waste Task Group (MJSWTG) was formed to make recommendations on regional and multi-jurisdictional solid waste system planning projects,  and operations. The MJSWTG is comprised of elected officials representing each of the cities within the county, the County of Santa Barbara, and a representative of the Special Districts Association. As a landfill operator, rubble yard operator, significant generator of solid waste and a large employer, Vandenberg figures prominently in the planning for solid waste management in the county.  It is very clear to the MJSWTG that activities occurring on VAFB may have significant impacts on future plans for solid waste management in Santa Barbara County.

Vandenberg has been participating regularly in the MJSWTG monthly meetings, the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) monthly meetings and/or several of the monthly sub-committee meetings, either through direct attendance by the Solid Waste Program Manager, Pat Maloy, or various contractors.  In addition, Vandenberg has participated in numerous surveys regarding waste quantities and waste stream management methodologies currently practiced at the VAFB landfill.  The MJSWTG sincerely appreciates the participation and support of Vandenberg, and  respectfully requests continued high-level participation.

Pat Maloy is scheduled to give a presentation to the MJSWTG on Monday, March 24, 2003 at 9:00am.  We appreciate the opportunity to learn more about current landfill operations and  activities being implemented to accommodate upcoming impacts from the scheduled closing of numerous launch sites on the base.  We are confident that Vandenberg will actively manage its waste streams from the launch site closures to assure that county landfills and transfer stations are not negatively impacted. 

We look forward to a continued good working relationship with Vandenberg and appreciate your forthcoming disclosure about the disposal actions concerning upcoming launch site closures.
