The summary from the November 5, 2002 meeting was reviewed and unanimously approved.

Everett distributed copies of a draft set of Guiding Principles.  These were largely adopted from the Multi-Jurisdictional Solid Waste Task Group’s Guiding Principles, and modified to fit the mission of the Greenwaste Subgroup.  In addition to Local Control, Regional Services, Waste Diversion, Economic Efficiencies, Reliability, and Flexibility, Public Health and Safety, Education and Environmental Sustainability were included.  In general the group felt the draft principles were adequate, although there was some discussion as to whether the latter principle was inherent within some of the preceding principles.  In the end it was agreed that it was important to explicitly state it as a guiding concept, though it needed some development.  Everett agreed to rework the principles and bring them back to the group at the February meeting.
The Biosolids Subgroup has awarded the contract to conduct the biosolids composting feasibility study to the engineering and consulting firm CH2MHill.  Satish Kamath from CH2MHill described the tasks involved in the contract, and how they might relate to the work being done by the Greenwaste subgroup.  Satish indicated that as part of the assessment of potential feedstocks for a biosolids composting process, information on the quantities and quality of the County’s greenwaste stream would be needed in the near future.
Everett and Mike Schmaeling have been working with California Integrated Waste Management Board Staff to host a workshop on the pending compostable materials regulations that are expected to be issued in March, following a two and one-half year development process.  The workshop is scheduled for 10:00 a.m. – 3:00 p.m., Tuesday January 28, 2003, at the Santa Barbara County Employee’s University in Santa Barbara.  A draft workshop agenda was distributed.  Composters, chipping and grinding operations, organic recycling program managers, regulators, and consulting firms from San Luis Obispo, Santa Barbara and Ventura counties have been invited to attend.
