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Zone 1 & Zone 3: 

1. Marborg ran a promotion that led nearly 2,000 customers to increase the size of their recycling carts this past year.  
2. Marborg has changed all of their recycling carts from the same color as the trash cart to blue, per county request. 
3. The commercial organics recycling tons are due to a program whereby Marborg processes bins that are rich in green waste at their facility. 

Zone 2: 

1. Allied offers customers the flexibility to put out extra green waste containers as needed. 
2. Allied has not changed all of their recycling carts to blue per county request.
Zone 4 & 5: 
1. Waste Management (WM) has changed all of its trash carts to a standard color, different than the green waste cart color, per county request. 
2. WM began a manure recycling route in October 2008 that increased commercial diversion in Zone 5 by 40-50 tons per month. 
3. WM began sorting close to 200 tons of dry commercial waste per month in August 2009 with a recovery rate over 60%.
